A total of 28 bags were removed and individually buried as unidentified
persons at the Kosevo Auxiliary Stadium location.

On 27 November 1998, 28 bags containing human remains were exhumed from the mass grave located
at the Auxiliary Stadium location ("Stadium"), City of Sarajevo, Centar Municipality.
